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remove virtually all of the spray irrigation from
the ﬁastewater treatment plant on the airport
side, and would impact just over 27 acres of
wetland.

For a comparison, we also proposed a
crosswind alignment, which would basically replace
the existing primary runway with a new 5,400-foot
primary runway in an east-west orientation. This
would resull in the taking of many homes on the
east end. It would result in additional wetland
impact greater than the preferred alternative. It
would also impact these businesses here {pointing)
and the businesses that exist along Highway 59,
Farm and Fleet, the Ford dealership, and some of
those businesses. 30 this would require
acquisition of about 245 acres of property, would
still basically eliminate the spray irrigation on
the airport site, and would result in just over 27
acres of wetland impact. S0 this is the preferred
alternative that was shown at the back of the
room, a 5,400-foot runway with a full parallel
taxiway. The building area and the terminal
improvements do not have any wetland impacts, and
there isn't any additional propert; acquisition or

anything required there.
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So at this time, I would like to open the
public hearing for anyone who wishes to testify.
I'm going to move this microphone over here. And
again, please approach the podium and state vyour
name and address and provide your testimony.

UNIDENTIFTIED SPEAKER: Can we provide
both written and verbal, or is it just one or the
other?

MS. BETTENDORF: The question was can you
provide both written and verbal testimony, and you
sure can.

Would anyone like to provide comments?

RORY NORDINE: My name 1is Rory Nordine,
R-0-R-Y, N-O-R-D-~I-N-E, 16275 Long Lake Road.

I guess when I look at this project here,
it looks to me like you're expanding and you're
kind of land-locking yourself for future expansion
down the road. I also think that you're not
taking into consiéeration the developments that
are going on in that area, house developments, a
lot more traffic flow down the road. If vou take
and close off the airport road, for example,
you're going to be pushing a lot more cars out to
Highway 59, and it would really become a problem.

I also think that -- I guess my viewpoint
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is that the airport should be moved. And I think
tha£ by limiting yourself to five miles within DL,
I don't think you're truly searching for another
area. My feeling is it should be within twenty
miles. There's got to be land out there. And I
just think that —-- I think the bottom line is
you're —-- in twenty years, you're going to expand
it again. You're going to want to expand it
again, and there will be no place to go. With the
developments going up out there right now, you're
going to have bigger aircraft flying over them.
There will be a noise issue.

I would like fo see a long-term,
comprehensive plan. And I brought this to the
City Council, for that area to tie in the
developments, the airport, that whole area, with
basically a long-term comprehensive plan to savy,

"Hey, listen, this is what we're looking at
doing. We're going to close airport road. We may

reopen it someplace else,'" and that type of thing,
so the lefit hand basically knows what the right
hand is doing, so everybody is on the same page.
Thank you.

LEE KESSLER: My name 1s Lee Kessler. I

live at 17104 Longview Drive.
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Could you put up the drawing that shows
tfhe proposal.

{WHEREUPON, Kelly Bettendorf put a
drawiﬁg on the easél.)

LEE KESSLER: There's another -- you had
another drawing back here. Not this colored one.

MS. BETTENDQRF: Do vou want the white
one?

LEE KESSLER: Yeah.

(WHEREUPON, Kelly Bettendorf put a
drawing on the easel.)

LEE KESSLER: I understand this is not
all airport related, but what the City really
needs to do is develop, as this gentleman said, a
comprehensive plan for this entire area, so not
only the people, the airport, development, the
people that are looking at developing the
residential areas, but also those people that live
there right now know what is going to be goling on
now and in Ehe future.

This area south of Long Lake Road
(pointing) currently has approximately 61, I
believe, new lots proposed. The area north of
Long Lake Road has 35 with room for about

another -—- I think there's a total of about 60
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total. You're looking at at least 120 lots. Some
of these are R3, so there would be more density.
If you multiply it by five for every resident —-
for every residence out there, vyou're looking at
about in the neighborhood of 400 to 600 additional
vehicles per day that are going to have to go on
Long Lake Road to get out. Right now -- T didn't
believe this could ever happen; but when Wal-Mart

came in, they said there would be 800 cars a day

on that road, and I said, '"No, people won't use
that road." Well, they do. There's at least 800
cars & day on that road. SO my concern is that

what's going toc happen is eventually we're going
to be looking at a road out to Highway 10
somewhere along the park.

Now, I don’'t think that is really
sensible development for this city. It appears to
me that you need to somehow maintain a road out to
Highway 10, and it also seems logical to me that
that road would be somewhere between Wal-Mart and
K-mart. Now, the only way to do this is an
underpass underneath the new airport. And T know
that sounds kind of off the wall initially, but
we're talking about lots and lots and lots of

residences. If you're going to push all that
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traffic out onto Highway 59, you're going to
congest Highway 10 more than it currently is
congésted; and I think it's something that really
needs to be given strong consideration. Thank
you.

MS. BETTENDORF: Anyone else wish to give
testimony?

DAN BERG: My name is Dan Berg, B-E-R-G,
and I live at 24013 US Highway 1Q in Detroit
Lakes.

I own Lakecrest rResort, which is just
west, I guess, of the new expansion. My personal
concern about the expansion, concern about the
increased housing, traffic —- my personal concern
lies mostly in the increased traffic and noise
that this expansicn will create, We are told the
traffic will increase one to two flights per day,
and I am very concerned that this will discourage
people from wanting to return to my resort.
People come to the lake to get away from life in
the city and the noise. If they are subject to
listening to an increase in ailrplane traffic in
addition to the already loud train traffic, they
will begin to think of not coming from Fargo,

St. Paul, Bismarck, Dallas, Chicago, wherever they
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come from. The noise level may not increase over
the required 65 LBN, but I simply do not believe
the increase will not affect my business and have
a detrimental impact on my business.

I believe that there is a location out
there that this airport can be moved to. I think
looking at five miles was pretty inadequate. I
think ten or'twenty miles would be very easy for
somebody to drive to an airport, twelve miles from
town, twelve minutes from town, or fifteen minutes
from town. And I just have to believe there's
property out there.

So I would implore you to reconsider this
expansion. And, vyou know, keeping the airport as
it is, you know, is fine. I mean, the airport has
been there a long time. The resort has been there
a long time. Move the commercial side of the
business someplace else, if that's the real need,
and make that pay for itself on its own.

I guess that's my comment. Thank you.

M5. BETTENDORF: Anyone else?

TERA GUETTER: Hi, I'm Tera Gueiter
T-E~R—-A, last name G-U-E-T-T-E-R.

My comments are going to be confined

to -- I haven't seen any drawings here. I don't

.O.
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kndw if the rest of the people have seen this
alternative site plan. And looking at it and
reading 1it, I ilook at site No. 7. And in
comparison to what you want to propose to do with
the existing airport according to your table here
on page 9, site 7 would impact five parcels in
comparison to the existing airport portions of
eight. Site 7 would displace four residences in
comparison to two businesses on the existing
airport, which I believe is the ¥Foltz building and
the Steel-Wood businesses. There would be 17
acres impacted; whereas, on alternative site 7,
it's all avoidable. Woodlands, there's some
impact, as well as on the existing airport. Site
7 had power lines and pipelines which would be
impacted; whereas, in the existing, there's a
local road closure.

And Mr. Kessler also commented on, you
know, where is this development going to go. This
land here is high priced. I can't see how this
site 7, which is south of Abbey Lake, you couldn't
trade that property for a building out south of
Abbey. I mean, the cost is -- what you would nmake
on that money, it seems to me, without impacting

some of these other areas -—- and also with the
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reading of the document, that the spray irrigation
field would have to be either removed and not used
or relocated. And what I hear, vyou know, some
possibilities for the spray irrigation would be
north of Highway 10, you know, in the Brandy Lake
area there. Well, that's kind of the last piece
left for commercial development. I mean, where
can we expand commercial development if that's
going to be taken up by the sprayer irrigation
fields? And then I also read that, well, if they
don't have the spray irrigation fields, there's
going to be a dramatic increase in the cost of
treating effluent through the chemical
precipitation plan. S5¢ how —-—- I mean, I'm not a
resident here in Detroit Lakes; but if I were, my
first question would be, then, '"Well, how much is
my bill going to go up because of the increases in
the sewage treatment effluence cost because they
have to run the chemical precipitation plant
more?'" But that's just the two basic comments
that I have. Thank you.

MS. BETTENDORF: Any other testimony?

DIANE MCCORMACK: Diane McCormack,
M—C—CTOMRMMMA—C—K; 15840 Long Lake Road.

The hidden costs of this project, I
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believe one of_the main ones is the water
treatment plant. And as Tera Guetter commented,
the increased cost if that is compromised and
where does that expand. And my understanding for
that to expand would be, like she mentioned,
Highway 10 or to go south. But the City is
looking at massive developments in two areas, and
there's a lot of environmental concerns. The
other big cost is the road, the road closure, and
what's going to happen, to then buyout more land
or re-configure another road and looking at the
cost of that.

And I agree that there could be some
really creative solutions, an underpass,
developing behind K-mart and Wal-Mart. I know
they talked about a proposed bike path arocund
St. Clair Lake. Perhaps we could do something
like Park Rapids where you could come and park
behind K-mart and Wal-Mart and unload your bikes
and have some development there and you could
bike around the part of St. Clair Lake where
Go-Putt N Bump is, going around into Dunton Locks,
and come through the city and come around that
way. If they keep the airport where they would

just have the small planes now and either look at
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somé creative way to keep that road open or an
underpass and‘move the commercial jets out, 1
think this could be a showcase area for the city.
But I think they really need that comprehensive
plan to not overdevelop it, but do some wise
planning with it. Thank you.

KELLY BETTENDORF: Anyone else?

DAN BERG: I have a guestion; is that
acceptable?

KELLY BETTENDORF: I may be able to
answer it. I don't want to get into a lot of
discussion, but if it's general in nature.

DAN BERG: Is an expansion —- a 5,400-
foot runway expansion, in a typical airport with
one runway, 1is that typically acceptable by the
FAA, or would they require or would like an
alternate runway, a dissecting runway there?

MS. BETTENDOREF: It's fine the way it is.

Anyone else want to provide any comment?
(No response.)

Let the record show that there are no
further appearances, and we will adjourn the
hearing.
